WASHINGTONCOUNTY 2007 PARADE
GENERAL RULES OF ORDER

In order to safely and expeditiously produce and direct a large, colorful and interesting parade,
the following Rules of Order will apply:

1.

The Washington County Fair Parade will be held in St. George, Utah on Saturday, August 11,
2007. The parade will begin at 9:00 a.m.

All participants in the parade will be expected to be lined up in the staging area (see
attached map of parade route and staging area) no later than 8:15 a.m. Saturday morning,
August 11™. Please pick up your entry numbers at the Starters Table upon arrival so that
we know you have arrived. Make sure your number is prominently displayed on the front
left and right of your entry. This will help the judges and announcers know one entry from
another.

To avoid accident, injury and death; candy, and/or souvenirs may not be thrown from
vehicles, floats, or horses by parade participants. Candy and other items may be
distributed by designated handlers as long as they walk in the street and remain within 5
feet of the sidewalk. When candy is thrown from an entry it tends o encourage children
into the path of parade traffic. We want a safe environment for all parade spectators.

Please be prepared to follow the complete parade route precluding congestion and confusion
at the end of the parade. Please make sure all walking participants are physically capable of
the long march and will not lag behind thus holding up the parade.

Pre-judging for special awards will begin at 8:15 sharp. These awards are for floats only
and are as follows:

Sunshine Award: Best Children's entry

President's Award: Entry that best follows the Fair theme

Commissioner's Award: Most creative entry

Chamber Award: Best commercial entry

Heritage Award: Most beautiful entry

These awards will be awarded during the parade as the entry passes the Starters table.

To be judged for any of these awards, the entry must be in place at 8:15 and be completely
ready and staffed.

15, 2", and 3™ place awards in the following categories will also be judged during the
parade. These awards will be presented Saturday afternoon at the Fair. Please check your
Fair schedule for exact time and location. Please make sure someone is present to pick up
any award.
