7. All entrants are invited to attend or be 

represented at the 2025 Literary Arts 

Showcase on Monday, April 14th at 4:00PM 

for adults and Monday, April 14th at 

5:00PM for youth. You will read your work 

or you may have it read but it must be well 

rehearsed. Entry must be edited, if 

necessary, to fit the time limit of 3 

minutes. Check in. You state your name, 

and the title of your entry and read it.   

**Your entry will not be judged on oral 

presentation but prizes will be awarded to 

all.
